· Outdoor Leader Skills Training is required for Scoutmasters and Assistant Scoutmasters, Varsity leaders as well as Venturing leaders if their crew has an outdoor program

ATTENTION:  if you take an online training course you MUST print out the certificate at the end and submit a copy (keep the original for your records) to the Scout office.  That is the only way you will get credit for taking the course.

Backpacking 101

Learn the tricks of the trade so you can safely take Scouts or Venturers backpacking.  Backpacking 101 will teach you so you can teach others.  Find out the best gear to take, and what not to take.   This class is limited to the first 12 paid adults.  A current BSA medical form and physical is required.  The fee is $95 and includes all costs associated with the indoor training and a two night weekend trip to southern Illinois to backpack a 12 mile section of the River to River Trail from Garden of the Gods to Concord Cemetery.  Fee includes transportation, all backpack meals, a restaurant meal on the way home plus a cookbook on trail meals.  An indoor training session will be August 28, 8-noon at Flightstar, a “shakedown” to check gear and prepare meals will be September 16, 7-9 pm at Flightstar and the backpacking trek will be October 15-17.
